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Application for Sparrow Services Grant


We’re so glad you are here. A Sparrow Services grant is a unique adoption grant, available to families adopting internationally, designed to offer financial assistance to help you secure a preadoption medical review of your referral and additional personal support tailored to meet your individual family’s needs.  

We’ve done our best to make the application process as easy as possible. But, it’s still an application. Follow the instructions below, and it’ll be as painless as possible.
Instructions:

· Applications are only accepted from January through March and again from July through September. We will review all applications received during those months and contact all applicants in April and again in September. 
· There are little gray boxes in the application. Key in your information/answers in those gray boxes, and then print out the finished document to submit via snail mail. 
· Your application needs to include:
· All pages of our application completed in full, signed, and dated.
· A copy of your initial home study and any subsequent updates.
· A letter from your adoption agency. You can check out a sample on our website, if needed. But, your agency is probably use to writing these sorts of letters. 
· Because of privacy and security concerns (we really do care about that), please do not email any parts of your application. Instead, using tracking and/or delivery confirmation, mail everything to the following address:

Notes:
· We’re often asked what qualifies a family for a grant. Our application review committee considers financial need as well as the compatibility of what the family’s perceived needs are and our ability to meet those needs. 
· Currently, Sparrow services grants are only awarded to parents who are U.S. citizens adopting internationally whose adoption will be legally recognized in the United States either via an IR3/IH3 visa or readoption. 
· Each applicant’s selected service for the purpose of the preadoption referral review must be located in the United States and are subject to our approval. Our desire is that our families are served by professionals who provide a “full service” offering, meaning the service utilizes medical professionals who specialize in adoption-related needs, offer additional support as needed during adoption travel, and offer pre- and postadoption support as needed. 

· Grants of $300 to help pay for the preadoption referral review are made payable only to the service provider at the time of service. We do not reimburse families for the cost of the service if they have already paid for it. 
· Once we receive your application, it will be stored securely and kept private. No information in your application will be shared with anyone outside of the application review committee.
